Paul Weaver served as president of Lake Erie College from 1951 through his retirement in 1976. As the first male
administrator, he made numerous changes to assure the survival of the college. During his tenure, the high wrought-iron
fence isolating the college from the community was torn down, eight new buildings were erected, and Garfield Senior
Center was established. Weaver also instituted the mandatory winter term abroad for all juniors. The Paul Weaver
Alumni Scholarship was established in 1966 by a gift from the alumni in his honor. It is awarded to deserving students
who show potential for leadership activities of the Alumni Association. The award amount varies and is not renewable.

The criteria to be awarded this scholarship are:
1. Must be a full-time junior or senior at Lake Erie College
2. Must have a cumulative 3.0 grade point average.
3. Must file the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) at www.fafsa.ed.gov.
4. Applicant must submit two faculty letters of recommendation. One must be from a faculty member in
the area of the candidate’s major.
5. Applicant must submit a two-page maximum, essay that demonstrates how Lake Erie College has had
an impact on the candidate through involvement in campus life, activities, or education.
