ENTRIES: Entries accepted in the order received. No entries accepted by phone. Entries must be postmarked on the
OPENING date or thereafter, up to and including the CLOSING date. Payment is due with entries. Please use entry
blank provided and make copies for additional entries or shows. In the event that show days are oversubscribed, a
waiting list will be established, or a second judge hired. Should scratches occur the day of competition, post entries will
be accepted for those times. Show committee reserves the right to limit entries or classes per horse, to add, divide or
cancel classes or make whatever changes required by circumstances of the competition. Each entry must be signed by
the RIDER, OWNER, TRAINER, and COACH (if needed). Please read entire prize list.

USDF Non-member fee: Show management was notified September 7" that the USDF will now assess a $20 non-
member fee per competition for each rider and/or owner who is not members of the USDF. We have been told
that this new fee will be in effect starting October 1, 2007.

REFUNDS:

* Prior to closing date - full refund minus office fee.

* After closing date — stabling, USEF and qualifying fees if notified by Monday prior to show

* Once the show starts — USEF and qualifying fees only. Exception: If classes are cancelled due to severe weather
or other emergency or Act of God, entry fees will be refunded for those classes only.

* No refund for filled scratches.



* Waiting list entries not accepted - full refund.
* Waiting list exhibitors who are contacted for openings and accept are fully responsible financially to the show.

STABLING: (Bedding NOT provided - shavings available for purchase). Permanent box stalls and vinyl temporary
stalls with doors, both under roofs, are $85.00 for the weekend, or $45.00 for horses showing Friday/Saturday or Sunday
only. Stallions, horses over 17 hands and entries showing for entire weekend given preference for permanent stalls.

COGGINS: Negative Coggins required for all horses, within 12 months for Ohio horses, within 6 months for out-of-state
horses

ARENAS: Standard-size sand indoor ring. Sand indoor warm-up less than regular size.

AWARDS: Six ribbons per class. High percentage Champion ribbon & LEC credit voucher/Reserve ribbon awarded in
the following divisions: Training, First, Second, Third-Fourth combined, FEI. (FEI tests such as Junior or YR tests will be
counted at the equivalent USEF level.) Freestyles, Young Horse, and Para-equestrian classes not to count. In case of
ties, the 2 highest scores will be averaged.

USDF/DOVER ADULT AMATEUR MEDAL: Medal awarded to the highest scoring Adult Amateur who is a member of the
USDF and has earned a score of at least 58% in Class 14, Second Level Test 3.

TRAKEHNER HIGH SCORE AWARD: The American Trakehner Association offers a dressage high point ribbon to the
highest scoring ride at Training Level or above by any ATA/NATA registered horse competing in a USDF recognized
horse show. To be eligible for this award, a copy of the horse’s papers must be on file with the show secretary. Partbreds
are eligible.

AMERICAN HANOVERIAN AWARD: A high point ribbon awarded to the highest scoring ride at Training Level or above
(FS and Young Horse classes excluded) to a AHA registered horse. A copy of the horse’s papers must be on file with the
show secretary.

TIMES AVAILABLE: Times will be posted on the LEC web page at www.lec.edu by the Wednesday before the show.
Click on “Equestrian”, then on "Events Calendar”. Riders wishing times to be mailed must include a self-addressed
stamped envelope with entry.

ARRIVAL TIME: Unless prior arrangements are made with LEC (440-375-8010), stalls are not ready for occupancy
before noon on Friday.

SCHOOLING: Friday 1:00 to 4:00 p.m. Riders may also hand walk their horse inside the arena outside of the competition
ring before 7:30 in the morning and at lunch break after the ring has been dragged

FOOD SERVICES: Concession stand open during the show.

Exhibitor withdrawals due to weather conditions: We regret that refunds due to weather conditions are not possible.
The overhead of running the show still exists even if you cannot trailer to the show. We do request that all cancellations
be called in so that adjustments may be made to the schedule.
